Domestic sewage

7 Effective 180 days after this regulation comes into force, an operator must ensure that domestic sewage produced from the facility complies with the following requirements:

(a) the sewage discharge is exempted under section 2 of B.C. Reg. 129/99, the Waste Management Act Municipal Sewage Regulation;

(b) the following apply:

(i) the maximum daily discharge rate does not exceed 2.5 m3/day;

(ii) the domestic sewage is treated by 

(A) a septic tank designed with a retention time of not less than 2 days prior to discharge, or

(B) a device other than a septic tank with the concentration of total suspended solids in the effluent not exceeding 130 mg/L;

(iii) the location of the sewage discharge point to the environment is at a depth no less than 15 metres below the surface of the water;

(iv) all records related to the construction, operation and maintenance of sewage treatment and disposal works are retained for inspection by the manager or an officer.
